Immunizations – none required. 


Tickets:  use travel agent or search online yourself.

Visa:  at the Phnom Penh    Airport, ask for a “Business” visa.  It will cost $25, plus they will need a photo. Stays of more than 30 days will require extensions later. Plan on $45.

Housing:  $400/month/person  (this includes meals)  There are 3 bedrooms, air conditioning, private bath.  You may need to share a room.


Schedule:  M-F  7:00 Breakfast, 12:00 Lunch, 5:00 Supper,  Classes   8-12, 1-5,  Weekends-free


School Closings:  We will close for the Khmer holidays, which are numerous.  Please check the Khmer calendar before choosing dates.


Currency:  US dollar is used, plus riehl for change.  There is no need to change money.  (4,000 R=$1.00)


Extras:  Eating Western food out will cost around $6-plate, Khmer food is cheaper, allow around $200 per sight-seeing trips out of Phnom Penh, should you choose to travel.  Allow some money for transportation locally.


Tips about the Culture:


Always remove shoes upon entering a house or place of worship.


Being loud is considered rude.


Extremely modest dress!  Shorts are normally not worn here.  For exercising, shorts should be touching the knees or below.  Capris, pants, and skirts (at least knee length) are common. No spaghetti strap tops. Swimming: (they swim in their long shorts and t-shirts)  Wear a modest cover-up over swimsuit when not in the water. 


Guys and girls do not touch, even boyfriend/girlfriend.
